The RBW Collection: Part II 

 
Collector’s Introduction 

 
In this catalogue, the second (and final) part of my collection of Roman Republican coins is 
offered for sale.  The coins are catalogued chronologically, by Crawford number, and run 
from the Social War to the end of the Republic.  In the introduction to the first sale (NAC 61, 
5-6 October, 2011), I explained the principles upon which the collection was formed, and the 
reasons for its dispersal; I shall not repeat those comments here, and refer interested readers to 
the NAC 61 catalogue.   
 
Nor will I attempt to single out particularly valuable or interesting coins included in the sale – 
I leave the collector to discover these for himself.  However, I cannot resist mentioning one 
area where the collection is particularly strong: the late quinarii and sestertii, dating from 47-
42 BC, of such moneyers as Licinius Nerva (lots 367-368), Antius Restio (371-373), Cordius 
Rufus (384-387), T. Carisius (394-396), Considius Paetus (405-408), Papius Celsus (424-
425), Lollius Palicanus (428-429), M. Mettius (461), Aemilius Buca (462-463), Sepullius 
Macer (464), and L. Sestius (526-527).  These coins are nearly all extremely rare and, in 
many cases, the example offered is the only one I have seen offered for sale in fifty years of 
collecting.  This, perhaps, helps to explain the deplorable condition of many of them, but my 
choice was often to either buy the mediocre available example, or not have one at all, and I 
would suggest that much the same choice will confront bidders at this sale. In any event, 
because of their rarity, we have provided enlarged images of all, since these are lacking in the 
standard catalogues.   
 
As with the first sale, careful readers will note a number of relatively common coins which 
are missing: for example, neither the Pomponius Musa nor Legionary denarius series is 
complete.  All I can say is that I collected what interested me most, and I hope that the 
substantial number of true rarities will help to make up for the omissions.   
 
In closing, I would like to thank the many collectors and institutions whose participation 
helped to make the first sale a success.  And I would like to reiterate my thanks to the many 
dealers, some no longer with us, who helped me in building this collection, and the many 
collectors who previously owned and cared for these coins; all are again listed in appendices 
at the end of this catalogue. And finally, heartfelt thanks to my many numismatic friends and 
colleagues who have made collecting such a pleasure, and especially to the Russo family and 
staff at NAC.   
 
Again, best of luck in the sale, and please enjoy my coins.

In the Roman Republic gold coinage was struck only on rare occasions. It was introduced during the Second Punic War,   

when Rome and her Italian allies struggled to defeat the Carthaginian invader Hannibal, and it was not struck again for   

nearly 125 years. This next occasion was a crisis that equally tested the Romans, for they suffered an uprising of their   

Italian allies in 91 B.C., and for the first time Roman armies invaded the capital.    

The circumstances behind these terrible events had long been forming. For centuries Rome had relentlessly subdued its   

neighbours, and in the process it had constructed a system of alliances which allowed her to collect taxes and levy troops   

every year. It was a double-edged sword for the allies – while it was better to join Rome than to oppose her, Rome could   

only remain powerful because it used their young men for their conquests.    

There were several levels of alliance membership, and neighbouring cities within the same regions often had a very   

different status. The ultimate prize for Rome’s Italian federates was obtaining Roman citizenship, and in 91 B.C. that   

cause was taken up by the tribune Livius Drusus. But, his swift and brutal murder dashed all hope, and a rebellion erupted   

throughout Italy. Leading the way were the Samnites, a fierce people living in the hills and mountains near Rome.    

After suffering initial defeats, Rome was able in 90 and 89 to satisfy most of its former allies with promises of Roman   

citizenship (which, remarkably, remained unfulfilled until the census of 70). Though Rome pacified most of its opponents,   

the Samnites continued to resist, and in 88 even appealed to king Mithradates VI of Pontus for help. Mithradates sent   

financial aid and, in the meantime, he caused the murder of 80,000 Romans and Italians living in Asia before ravaging   

Roman territories in Asia Minor and Greece.    

These two crises – the resistance of the Samnites and the aggressions of Mithradates – set the stage for a conflict between   

the Roman warlords Sulla and Marius. Though many tribulations, Sulla overcame all of his opponents, in part by   

unleashing Rome’s own armies against the capital, something which had never before occurred. Sulla was able to impose   

what later Roman historians called the Regnum Sullanum, a dictatorial era during which he executed his enemies with   

appalling cruelty. However, he eventually restored the senate’s power, and in 79 retired to Campania shortly before he   

died.    
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This rare aureus celebrates the triumphs Sulla was awarded for his defeat of Mithradates, and of the Samnites at the Battle   

of the Colline Gate in 82. On the reverse a triumphal quadriga bears the figure of Sulla, who is crowned by a Victory flying   

above.    

The inscription L SVLLA IM makes it clear that Sulla is the figure in the quadriga. This aspect should not be overlooked,   

for it is an early example of a Roman coin depicting a living person – something that would eventually become a defining   

feature of coins of the Imperatorial period. In this aureus we have a precursor to the royal portraiture initiated by Julius   

Caesar nearly four decades later. Also, since this coin was issued either contemporarily or soon after Sulla’s triumphal   

procession through the streets of Rome, it serves as a document of that great event.

The military talents of Pompey Magnus were apparent even as a 17-year-old when, starting in 89 B.C., he fought in the   

Social War at the side of his father, Pompey Strabo. In his early 20s he secured Sicily on behalf of Rome before being sent   

to Africa by Sulla. In a difficult battle in 81, young Pompey defeated the Marian forces of Domitius Ahenobarbus and his   

ally, the Numidian King Hiarbas, for which he was hailed imperator by his troops. Upon returning to Rome, Pompey was   

proclaimed magnus (“the great”) by Sulla, perhaps as a backhanded compliment because he was only 25 and lacked   

political experience.    

Pompey was not deterred, though, and demanded a triumph. Sulla refused, only to acquiesce when the young commander   

refused to disband his legions, which he had led up to the walls of Rome. His triumph, however, was held only after those   

of Sulla and Metellus Pius, and it became somewhat of a fiasco when his elephant-drawn chariot could not pass through   

the city gate.    

He next extorted from the senate proconsular imperium, and a command against the Spanish rebel Sertorius, who already   

was fighting the Roman commander Q. Caecilius Metellus Pius. For Pompey it was a brutal campaign of five years with   

mixed results, but in the end he was victorious. While returning to Rome in 71, he defeated the remnants of Spartacus’   

army, which had been greatly reduced by Crassus. Pompey took credit for finishing the war, which earned him the hatred   

of Crassus. Upon reaching Rome, Pompey extorted a second triumph, followed by the consulship of 70, which he was   

allowed to hold despite being only 35 and not even being enrolled in the senatorial ranks.    

Two years later, Pompey was given broad authority to curb piracy in the Mediterranean. No doubt there were harrowing   

tales of piratic raids (Julius Caesar, for example, had been taken hostage by pirates as a young man), but the concern was   

perhaps exaggerated to give Pompey authority above all other Romans in the East. Pompey and his legates are said to have   

brought an end to piracy in the western Mediterranean in a mere forty days before sailing to the East. Once there, they   

apparently were able to do the same within a few months, for which Pompey was hailed Primus inter pares (“first among   

equals”) in Rome.    

Pompey was next sent against Rome’s most formidable enemy, the Pontic King Mithradates VI, whom he defeated in   

battle in 63 B.C. Mithradates fled with his army across the Caucasus mountains to regroup, only to become embroiled in   

family disputes that caused him to commit suicide soon thereafter. In the meantime, Pompey had moved south, converting   

Pontus into a Roman province and doing likewise in Syria after overthrowing the last Seleucid King, Antiochus XIII. He   

solidified Roman rule in Phoenicia, Coele-Syria and in Judaea, where he and Hyrcanus II successfully besieged Jerusalem.   

In the wake of these many accomplishments, Pompey returned to Rome, where in 61 B.C., on his 45th birthday, he held his   

third triumph. This time it was a grand affair since no Roman could lay claim to having been more victorious. Even so,   

there was enough senatorial opposition that in the same year Pompey found it useful to join forces with Crassus and Caesar   

by forming the First Triumvirate, which introduced a new chapter in the decline of the Republic.    

The many accomplishments of Pompey, marked by three triumphs, offer several occasions for the striking of this aureus.   

Usually it is attributed to his second triumph, in 71 B.C., in which case the reverse would celebrate the defeat of Sertorius   

in Spain and the obverse would reference Pompey's earlier victory in Africa. Sutherland and Carson both considered it to   

be an issue of 61 B.C., perhaps because the large scale of his third triumph might be a more likely occasion for the   

issuance of aurei. However, with the considerable number of important victories Pompey had earned since his African   

campaign, the obverse type would seem an unlikely choice if the aureus had been issued for his third triumph.    

This example links the two previously known varieties of this rare issue; the other three known specimens are in the BM,   

Bologna (which shares obverse dies with this specimen), and an example published by Riccio. This coin is reported to   

have been found in Spain. It was offered as part of my collection of Republican gold in Triton III, but failed to reach its   

reserve  (RBW).

Among the towering figures of the late Republic was Gnaeus Pompeius, better known as Pompey ‘the Great’, who by his   

mid-20s had already had earned his surname Magnus. Alongside his father Pompeius Strabo and later in alliance with the   

warlord Sulla, Pompey lived in the eye of the storm that challenged the authority of the Senate. Time and time again   

Pompey (like his father) defied the Senate’s requests to disband his armies. He was a merciless commander, crushing   

remnants of the Marian party in North Africa, fighting the rebel Sertorius in Spain, crushing the slave-army of Spartacus in   

Southern Italy, cleansing the eastern Mediterranean of pirates, and delivering the final defeat to Rome’s great enemy in   

Asia, Mithradates VI of Pontus. After his great successes in Asia, Pompey joined Crassus and Julius Caesar to form the   

First Triumvirate in 60 B.C., which remained intact until 53, when Crassus died in battle against the Parthians. Soon   

Pompey found himself allied with the Senate against Caesar, which resulted in Caesar crossing the Rubicon in 49, forcing   

Pompey and his allies to flee to Greece. In the following year their conflict shifted to Greek soil, at Pharsalus, where   

Pompey was defeated in the famous battle, after which he fled to Egypt and was swiftly murdered.    

This rare denarius was struck by Pompey’s eldest son, Pompey Junior, presumably at the Spanish mint of Corduba shortly   

before the Battle of Munda on March 17, 45. At this battle the Pompeians suffered another crushing defeat to Julius   

Caesar. With the possible exception of civic bronzes of Soli-Pompeiopolis in Cilicia, no portrait of Pompey appears on   

coinage until after his death, thus making the series to which this coin belongs his first securely dateable portrait coins.

Finding a place for this coinage among the many issues of imperators in the 40s B.C. is no easy task. It is generally agreed   
that it was struck during the brief era spanning the last months of Julius Caesar’s life to the rise of his heir, Octavian, yet it   
seems no greater precision is possible.    
Sydenham attributed the type to a Gallic mint and assigned it to the period c.55-44 B.C. Crawford describes it as an issue   
of Caesar of 44 B.C., inferring only that it is among Caesar’s final issues. Sear considers it to have been the first military   
coinage of Octavian following the murder of his great-uncle, and he attributes it to a mint moving with Octavian in Italy or   
Cisalpine Gaul in the spring of 43 B.C.    
The design is distinctively Caesarean: the portrait is of Venus, from whom the Julians claimed descent, and the trophy   
among Gallic military spoils clearly harkens to Caesar’s conquests in Gaul. The most intriguing element of the design is   
the war chariot upon which the trophy rests, which Crawford and Foss note may be a British essedum.    
The inscription (C) CAESAR IMP is enigmatic, for it could refer to Caesar or to Octavian, as both were imperators. If the   
latter, it likely would relate to Octavian being hailed imperator on April 15, 43 B.C. during his campaign against Antony at   
Mutina. By the time this coin was struck, the title imperator had become part of Caesarean titulature, as the senate in 45   
B.C. had allowed Caesar to use it as a praenomen (though some doubt has been cast on Dio’s report that the senate also   
allowed him to grant use of the name to his descendants).

This interesting coin is a hybrid of the obverse of Cr. 483/1 (head of Pompey left) with the reverse of Cr. 483/2 (single ship   
r.). It shares an obverse die with Cr. Pl. LVI, 23 (Copenhagen) (RBW).       
   
With his father and brother having been executed after battles with Julius Caesar, Sextus Pompey found himself at the   
helm of the Pompeian cause. In addition to his own military talents and some support in the senate, Sextus called upon   
another resource for survival – his family legacy. Perhaps the best evidence for his use of family ties to legitimize his own   
position can be found on coinage, for he was the first Roman to use dynastic imagery in that manner. This issue of denarii   
is one example.    
Sextus Pompey’s coinage bearing the name of his naval commander Q. Nasidius is among the most attractive of the   
Imperatorial era. It consists of two major types: the first shows the right-facing head of the deceased Pompey Magnus and a   
galley; the second shows a left-facing head of Pompey and a scene of four galleys about to meet in battle. The first type is   
relatively plentiful, the second is a great rarity, and we may add to them an extremely rare hybrid issue, which pairs the   
obverse of the second with the reverse of the first.    
The portrait of Pompey Magnus is engraved with a near-perfect balance of realism and idealism, resulting in a powerful   
image that must have rallied support among the remaining Pompeian sympathizers. The inscription NEPTVNI, which   
seemingly abbreviates Neptuni filius (“the son of Neptune”), likely refers to the deceased Pompey, for Sextus apparently   
did not claim to be the son of the sea-god until after his second major naval victory over Octavian, in 38 B.C. (at which   
Appian says Nasidius served as one of Sextus’ admirals).    
The occasion for these coinages is not clear. Grueber and Sydenham both suggested they were struck in Sicily, whereas   
Crawford considers them to have been struck at a mint moving with Sextus Pompey while en route to Sicily. Sear proposes   
they were struck at Massalia during Sextus’ visitation. Sydenham and Grueber assigned them to 38-36 B.C., Crawford and   
Sear place them in 44-43 B.C., and they often are assigned elsewhere to 42-38 B.C. Thus, there are three distinct ideas on   
dating which, collectively, cover the length of his independent career. One aspect to note is that the coinage does not bear   
the title ‘Commander-in-chief of the Fleet and of the Sea Coasts’ that he received from the senate in April of 43 B.C.    
The naval commander Nasidius had long been loyal to the Pompeians. In 49 B.C. he attempted to break the siege of   
Massalia by Julius Caesar’s legate Decimus Brutus and afterward he held a command in the Pompeian fleet in North   
Africa. He then joined the forces that Pompey Junior had assembled in Spain after the Battle of Thapsus. As these coins   
clearly show, Nasidius sailed with Sextus Pompey afterward, though he eventually joined Marc Antony as an admiral in   
his eastern fleet. Nasidius took part in the disaster at Actium, after which nothing further is heard of his life or career.

Caius Antonius had long been active in Caesarean politics, and he became deeply entrenched in the years 44 to 42 B.C. In   

44 he was elected to the priestly college of the pontifices through the efforts of Julius Caesar, and after the dictator’s   

murder he worked tirelessly to secure his brother Marc Antony’s authority in Rome. Though he comes across as an   

unfortunate soul, Caius must have been ambitious, for he did not reject his brother’s effort to get him appointed governor   

of Macedon late in November, 44 B.C. – an act that amounted to a direct challenge to Brutus, who already occupied the   

region.    

Brutus defended Macedon by blockading Caius at the port of Apollonia in March, 43. He was able to convince Caius’   

armies at Dyrrhachium and Apollonia to desert to his side, and through vigorous actions he was able to keep Caius at bay   

until he surrendered. The worst was yet to come, though. As tensions continued to rise between the two factions, the   

Caesareans executed the orator Cicero. This silenced one of the great, outspoken voices against the Caesareans, but it   

seemed to have a direct response in the execution of Caius Antonius, who was still in captivity at that time.    

Caius’ death not only sent a message to the supporters of Antony and Octavian, but it must have assuaged Marcus Tullius   

Cicero, the son of the orator, who had fought valiantly for Brutus during the siege of Caius’ armies in Apollonia. Beyond   

these historical accounts, little remains to testify to the life of Caius, except this small issue of denarii, presumably struck   

in 43 B.C. at a mint traveling with him in Illyricum.

The portrait aurei of 42 B.C. are devoted to the three members of the second triumvirate – Octavian, Antony and Lepidus.   

All were produced by four moneyers, Clodius, Mussidius, Varus and Regulus, and Buttrey’s proposal that the four   

moneyers struck in the same year has generally been accepted.    

Each moneyer struck portrait aurei for each triumvir, making it a comprehensive series. The aurei of L. Livineius Regulus   

are unique within the group because they are not die linked with coins of the other three moneyers. This aspect, taken with   

the unusual characteristics of some of Regulus’ silver coins, allowed Buttrey to argue that Regulus was the primus, or   

leading member, of the college of four moneyers. If so, the coins of Regulus may have been struck first, with those of   

Clodius, Mussidius and Varus following in a manner that allowed them to be die linked among each other.    

Based upon the inscription PRAEF.VR on one of Regulus’ denarii, Buttrey suggests Regulus was serving as the praefect of   

the city of Rome in 42 B.C., and that his duties included control of the coinage when consuls were absent. Thus, Regulus   

out of necessity may have become one of the moneyers so he could perform his expanded duties as praefect.    

Regulus’ portrait aurei were carefully conceived, as the reverse type associated with each triumvir refers to the divine   

forbearers of the men: Octavian claimed descent from Venus, which is implied by Regulus’ type of Aeneas carrying   

Anchises; Lepidus counted Mars among his ancestors, which is alluded to by his type depicting the Vestal Virgin Aemilia;   

and Antony is said to have been descended form Hercules, who is shown on the aurei Regulus produced for him.    

As Buttrey points out, offering descent from a divinity as a qualification for authority was not original to this series;   

similar overtures had been made on earlier coinage by Sulla (with Venus), Pompey (with Neptune) and Julius Caesar (with   

Venus). However, Regulus’ coins show a strengthening of that trend, and imply that “...the Fortune of the city was to be   

assured by divinity as it were made flesh.”    

The portrait die of this specimen was paired only with one reverse die, assuring us that it did not have a particularly long   

life. Stylistically it is perhaps the finest of all the Antony portrait dies employed by these moneyers. The inscription IIII   

VIR A P F is instructive, if not entirely clear. It almost certainly abbreviates quatuorviri argento publico feriundo or   

quattuorvir auro publico feriundo, with the latter representing the first time gold was included as part of the regular issues   

– something of a landmark in the development of Roman coinage.

Plutarch held Cassius in low regard, describing him as a man who was not well liked and who ruled his soldiers through   

fear. He says: “...Cassius was known to be a man of violent and uncontrolled passions, whose craving for money had often   

tempted him to stray from the path of justice, and it therefore seemed natural that his motive for fighting, wandering about   

the empire and risking his life was not to win liberty for his fellow-countrymen, but to secure some great place for   

himself.” Plutarch has precisely the opposite to say of Cassius’ co-conspirator: “Brutus’ virtues, on the other hand, made   

him popular with the rank and file, beloved by his friends, and admired by the nobility, while even his enemies found it   

impossible to hate him.”    

With this in mind one can imagine the simmering conflict between the two leaders, with Cassius being increasingly   

resentful of Brutus’ popularity while he himself suffered from doing the lion’s share of the hard work, regardless of how it   

tarnished his reputation. In point of truth, their rivalry no less significant than the one being experienced by their   

opponents, Marc Antony and Octavian. By the time they met at Sardis and were hailed imperator by their troops, the   

strains of partnership reached an intolerable pitch. Plurarch states: “...as often happens in great enterprises in which a large   

number of friends and commanders are engaged, there had been some sharp differences and mutual accusations had been   

exchanged. So...their first action was to meet in a room face to face. The doors were shut, and with no one else present the   

two men first began blaming one another and then fell to recriminations and counter-charges. These soon led to indignant   

reproaches and tears, and their friends, who were amazed at the vehemence and bitterness of their anger, were afraid that   

the quarrel might end in violence.” This confrontation occurred just before Brutus departed to campaign disastrously in   

Lycia and Cassius set out to capture Rhodes, which he did successfully, but with extreme severity.    

We may be sure this denarius was struck after Cassius’ defeat of the Rhodians, for the reverse depicts an aplustre, a ship   

ornament that symbolized naval victory. The flowers at the extremities of the ornament suggest Rhodes since the rose had   

been the symbol of that island for many centuries. Its symbolism is sealed when the other issue of this legate is considered:   

it shows a crab holding an aplustre in its claws, above a loose diadem and a rose. This rose is a certain reference to   

Rhodes, and it appears below the crab, the badge of the island of Cos, near where decisive battle took place. The loosened   

diadem might symbolize the kingship Cassius claimed to have undone at Rhodes (Plutarch, Brutus, 30) or it could be a   

reference to the undoing of Julius Caesar’s tyranny some two years before.

Gnaeus Domitius Ahenobarbus (‘bronze beard’) was well acquainted with the risks and rewards that faced noblemen in   

times of civil war, for his father Lucius had opposed the First Triumvirate and paid for it with his life at the Battle of   

Pharsalus in 48 B.C.    

Ahenobarbus was present at Pharsalus, but unlike his father he survived and was pardoned by Julius Caesar. The self-   

serving purpose of Caesar’s mercy did not fool him, and after Caesar was struck down on the Ides of March, he fled to   

Macedon with Brutus. When he was named in Octavian’s proscriptions of 43 B.C. Ahenobarbus had little option but to   

cast his lot with the cause of Brutus and Cassius.    

Ahenobarbus patrolled the Adriatic for the Republicans, and together with Murcus, the naval commander of Cassius, he   

defeated the Caesarean Calvinus in a sea battle. For this critical victory, which prevented additional supplies and men from   

reaching the main forces of Antony and Octavian in Illyria, Ahenobarbus was hailed Imperator. Since this coin bears the   

inscription IMP we must date it to soon after that event at the earliest.    

After Brutus and Cassius were defeated at Philippi in October, 42 B.C., Ahenobarbus patrolled the seas until 40 B.C.,   

when the political tide shifted yet again, and he allied himself with Marc Antony just when war between Antony and   

Octavian seemed imminent. The Treaty of Brundisium restored peace, Ahenobarbus was made governor of Bithynia and   

then witnessed Antony’s disastrous campaign against the Parthians in 36 B.C., and in the following year helped capture   

the renegade Sextus Pompey.    

Having thus far survived the civil war, Ahenobarbus was returned to Rome to assume the consulship in 32 B.C. However,   

the inevitable showdown between Antony and Octavian began when Octavian marched on Rome and forced the consuls   

Ahenobarbus and Sosius to flee to the East along with some 300 senators who opposed Octavian. By this stage of his life   

Ahenobarbus’ health was suffering and he was not enthusiastic about throwing his lot in with Cleopatra, so he defected to   

Octavian just before the battle of Actium took place on September 2, 31 B.C. He did not long survive, dying of natural   

causes late in 31, or early in 30 B.C.

The imperatorial age was a time of great opportunity for ambitious commanders, since anyone who could lead men in   

battle was a valued commodity. Loyalty was not always the most valued trait in this environment, for on many occasions   

defections were not only sensible, but invited, and rewarded. We tend to degrade traitors in the historical tradition, but we   

often are not privy to the multitude of factors faced by these men, which ranged from subtle personality conflicts to trans-   

imperial political developments. It is in this charitable light, perhaps, that we should judge Labienus, one of the vigorous   

commanders in the age of Antony, Octavian and Sextus Pompey.    

Originally Brutus and Cassius had sent Labienus to Parthia by to seek support from king Orodes II, but he could not   

achieve his objective before his masters were defeated at Philippi in October, 42 B.C. Labienus was thus in a bind, being   

unable to return to the west. Rather than facing his punishment, Labienus switched strategies by encouraging Orodes II to   

invade Syria, with himself sharing the command with the king’s son, Pacorus I.    

The invasion probably began early in 40 B.C., when Antony was torn between that calamity and an equally urgent   

situation in the West, where his brother Lucius had been defeated by Octavian in the Perusine War. Antony sailed   

westward to meet Octavian and, in the meantime, many cities and legions defected to Labienus, who represented himself   

as the last ember of the Republican cause. They initially defeated Antony’s governor Lucius Decidius Saxa, and then   

divided their forces: Labienus invaded Asia Minor and Pacorus poured into Palestine and Phoenicia. Alarmed by their   

success, early in 39 B.C. Antony sent his lieutenant Ventidius to restore order, which he did with great efficiency. He first   

captured and executed Labienus at the Cilician Gates in 39 B.C. and soon afterwards chased Pacorus and his army across   

the Euphrates.    

This famous denarius bears a portrait of the unfortunate Labienus, identified by his name, the title imperator, and the   

cognomen Parthicus, which he adopted as an expression of his success in gaining Parthian help in defense of the   

Republic. The reverse bears no inscription, but shows a bridled horse fitted with a saddle and bow-case; there can be little   

doubt that this represents the 20,000-strong cavalry contingent of the invasion force. In essence it honours the famous   

Parthian cavalry, and in that sense we may see this as a coin of two cultures: the obverse devoted to the Romans, the   

reverse to the Parthians.

In 40 B.C., when this aureus is thought to have been struck, the conflict between Octavian and Marc Antony reached a   

new peak and found an uneasy resolution in the Pact of Brundisium. Octavian had returned from the Battle of Philippi   

with the hard task of settling some 40,000 veterans on their promised lands. As Octavian acquired land in Italy by force,   

his popularity was threatened.    

While Antony was away in the East, his wife Fulvia and brother Lucius Antonius preyed upon Octavian's misfortune by   

harassing him with political attacks that stirred the veterans of Antony against those of Octavian. Lucius gathered his   

brother's veterans and gained permission to wage war on Octavian, who was able to intercept Lucius' northward trek and   

force him to take refuge in Perusia.    

The Perusine War (41-40 B.C.), which had all of the potential to become a new civil war, was reduced to a brief event   

when the threat of starvation caused Lucius to surrender in February of 40 B.C. Though Octavian took revenge upon the   

Perusians, he took no direct action against Lucius or Fulvia. Indeed, he pardoned Lucius and soon assigned him to a   

promagistracy in Spain, where he died soon thereafter. Fulvia also died in the aftermath of the war. The siege in Perusia,   

the deaths of his brother and wife, and perhaps more importantly, Octavian's assumption of power in Gaul upon the death   

of Antony's governor there, alarmed Antony, who sailed West in October of that year.    

Upon arriving at the port of Brundisium in the spring of 40 B.C., Antony was refused entry to the harbor by Octavian's   

commander. Antony responded by besieging Brundisium and strengthening his ties with Sextus Pompey, Octavian's   

nemesis in the West. Hoping for damage control, Octavian hastily divorced his wife Claudia, married Sextus Pompey's   

sister-in-law, and led an army to the southern port.    

Fortunately for Rome, cool heads prevailed, and the triumvirs ironed out their differences. The resulting pact confirmed   

Antony's control of the East and Octavian's control of the West, and bound the men through the ultimately incendiary   

marriage of Antony and Octavian's sister, Octavia. The two men were now able to focus on their regional goals: Antony   

received legions from Octavian for his planned invasion of Parthia, and Octavian received war vessels from Antony to use   

against Sextus Pompey.    

This rare aureus of the moneyer Q. Voconius Vitulus was struck in the midst of these alarming events. The portraits of   

Octavian and the deified Julius Caesar on Voconius' coinage demonstrate his allegiance to Octavian, and though the   

inscriptions on his coins tout his status as quaestor designate, nothing further is known of his career or fate. Some of his   

issues – including the aureus offered here – show a lituus beside the portrait, an indication that both Caesar and Octavian   

had held the augurship. The reverse type of a standing calf is strictly personal, being a punning allusion to the cognomen   

Vitulus, which means calf.
